Congratulations.  We offer our prayerful congratulations to Gabriel Elias 
Zeina, the son Frances (Karas) and Elias Zeina, who was baptized and 
chrismated on 19 January. May God bless him as he begins his journey of faith.

Saint Ephrem the Syriac. On 28 January, the Maronite Church honors Saint 
Ephrem the Syriac. Saint Ephrem lived on the border of modern-day Syria and 
Turkey during the fourth century. Saint Ephrem was a prolific writer who wrote 
an abundance of sermons, commentaries, and hymns that greatly influenced 
the Church and fought the heresies of the time. His writings comprise a central 
part of the prayer life of the Maronite Church and the Antiochene Churches. 
He is commonly referred to as the “Harp of the Holy Spirit.” Because of his 
contributions, Pope Benedict XV declared Saint Ephrem a Doctor of the 
Church in 1920. May his prayers be with us.

Presentation of Jesus in the Temple.  On 2 February, forty days after the 
Glorious Birth of Our Lord, the Church celebrates the feast of the Presentation 
of the Child Jesus in the Temple in Jerusalem according to the Jewish Law. The 
Church will celebrate the Presentation of the Child Jesus in the Temple next 
weekend, 1-2 February at the regularly scheduled weekend Divine Liturgies. 
Please join us in prayer.

Saint Maron.  On 9 February, the Maronite Church celebrates the feast of 
our patron, Saint Maron. Because of the importance of this feast the Maronite 
faithful are to participate in the Divine Liturgy on this day. This year the 
Maronite Church will celebrate the Feast of Saint Maron at the regularly 
scheduled weekend Divine Liturgies on Saturday evening, 8 February and 
Sunday, 9 February. Please make every effort to join us in prayer.

Liturgical Year. This year the Three Weeks of Commemorations before Great 
Lent begin on 9 February, the feast of Saint Maron. The Commemoration of 
the Deceased Priests will be celebrated on the weekdays during the week of 
9 February. The Season of Great Lent begins with the Sunday of the Entrance 
into Lent, the Miracle at Cana in Galilee, on Sunday, 2 March and Ash Monday 
on Monday, 3 March.
