Liturgical Year.  The Maronite Church continues the Three Weeks of 
Commemorations before the Season of Great Lent. This Sunday, 16 February 
begins the Commemoration of the Righteous and the Just. Next Sunday, 
23 February begins the Commemoration of the Faithful Departed. The Season 
of Great Lent begins with the Sunday of the Entrance into Lent, the Miracle at 
Cana in Galilee, on Sunday, 2 March and Ash Monday on Monday, 3 March.  

Week of the Faithful Departed.  Throughout next week, the week of the 
Faithful Departed, 22-28 February, we will pray for all the Faithful Departed, 
especially those whose names are placed on the green Faithful Departed 
Envelopes, which will be collected for the second collection next weekend, 
22-23 February.
