Condolences. We offer our prayerful condolences to the family of Christopher 
Huston for whom the Divine Liturgy of the Faithful Departed was celebrated on 
28 February. May God give rest to His servant and consolation to his family.

Saint John Maron.  On 2 March the Maronite Church celebrates the feast of Saint 
John Maron, our first Patriarch. Saint John Maron was born in 628 on the border 
of modern-day Syria and Turkey. He was elected the Patriarch of Antioch for the 
Maronites in 685. He accompanied the Maronite people to Lebanon during their 
persecution in Syria. He died in 707 and is buried in Kfarhy, near Batroun, Lebanon. 
May his prayers be with us. 

Old Palms. If you have any old Palms that you would like to dispose of, please bring 
them to the Sacristy this weekend. They will be used to make the Ashes for Ash 
Monday. 

Ash Monday.  This Sunday, 2 March the Maronite Church celebrates the 
Sunday of the Entrance into Lent, the Miracle at Cana in Galilee. This Monday, 
3 March the Maronite Church celebrates Ash Monday at the beginning of Great 
Lent. Therefore, we shall celebrate the Divine Liturgy with the Blessing and 
Distribution of Ashes this Ash Monday, 3 March at 9am and 6:30pm. 

Fish Fry. Our Annual Lenten Fish Fry begins this Monday, Ash Monday, 3 March 
and will continue on the Fridays of Great Lent, 7 March through 18 April, from 
4-7pm in the George Sfeir Parish Hall, Dine-In or Take-Out. $16 for adults and $7 
for children (10 and under). Please join us in fellowship. If you would like to donate 
baked goods for a Friday, please contact Mary Ann at 315-790-3307.

Abstinence and Fasting.  All Maronites who are physically capable are to abstain 
from meat on Ash Monday (3 March) and all Fridays of Great Lent. Ash Monday 
and Great Friday of the Crucifixion (18 April) are also days of fasting. Fasting 
in the Maronite Church involves eating and drinking nothing at all (except water 
and medicine) from midnight until noon. The rest of the day normal meals can be 
taken, but without meat. All Maronites who are physically capable are to fast on 
these two days.

Stations and Benediction of the Cross. On the Fridays of Great Lent (7 March 
through 11 April) at 6:30pm we will celebrate the Stations and Benediction of the 
Cross in the Church. Please make every effort to attend these important Lenten 
prayers. 

Daylight Savings Time Begins. Please remember to set your clocks one hour 
ahead before going to bed next Saturday, 8 March.
