Blessed Stephen Doueihi. On 3 May the Maronite Church honors Blessed 
Stephen Doueihi, Maronite Patriarch. He was born in Ehden, Lebanon on 2 
August 1630. On 20 May 1670 he was elected the fifty-seventh Patriarch of 
Antioch for the Maronites. He served as patriarch for thirty-four years until 
his death on 3 May 1704 in Qannoubine, Lebanon, in the Holy (Qadisha) 
Valley. He was a leader and a writer, having researched and written on the 
history of the Maronite Church. He was also a reformer of the Maronite 
Church, including her monastic orders and liturgy. May his prayers be with us.
