POINTS OF INTEREST 

Saint Roch.  On 16 August the Maronite Church celebrated Saint Roch 
also known as Saint Rochus or Rocco. He was born in 1348 in Montpellier, 
France to a wealthy French noble family. As a young man he gave all his 
possessions to the poor. He then made a pilgrimage to Rome, Italy. Along the 
way he encountered people suffering from the plague and began to care for 
them. He eventually contracted the plague and had no one to care for him. 
He made a small hut in the forest, and a dog came to him every day. The dog 
would lick his wounds and bring him a loaf of bread from the table of his 
wealthy owner. Eventually the wealthy owner followed the dog and cared 
for Roch, helping him to recover from the plague. Roch continued to care 
for people suffering from the plague. He made his way back to Montpellier, 
France, but he was not recognized. He was accused of being a spy and thrown 
in jail by the ruler, his uncle, who did not recognize him. In humility he never 
protested and never told anyone who he was. After several years he died in jail 
on 16 August in the late 1370s. Devotion to him began in France and Italy 
and then spread throughout the world, especially to areas of French or Italian 
influence such as Lebanon. May his prayers be with us. 

Chorbishop Lahoud.  Chorbishop Joseph Lahoud passed away on 16 July. 
He was the nephew of Monsignor Francis Lahoud, the builder of our present 
church. He was a priest of our Eparchy for over sixty-six years and the pastor 
of Our Lady of the Cedars of Lebanon Maronite Church in Jamaica Plain 
(Boston), Massachusetts for forty years, from 1970 to 2010. We will offer a 
Forty Day Memorial Divine Liturgy for Chorbishop Joseph Lahoud on Sunday 
31 August at 10am. Please plan to join us in prayer.

Deacon Paul’s 30th Anniversary.  On Sunday, 7 September, we will 
celebrate Deacon Paul’s 30th Anniversary of ordination to the diaconate. You 
are invited to attend a special Divine Liturgy at 10am, followed by a reception 
in the George Sfeir Parish Hall. Deacon Paul shares that your presence is the 
greatest gift. For those who wish, donations may be made in his honor to the 
Saint Louis Gonzaga Church Building Fund in lieu of gifts.

The Festival of Baskets is planned for Sunday, 
2 November beginning at 2pm at Hart’s Hill Inn in Whitesboro. Please 
save the date and plan to be part of this important event for our parish.
